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Advanced Wastewater Engineering focuses on the most common compliance problems with wastewater treatment facilities and how those problems may be resolved by source control, modified wastewater facilities operation, and/or modified wastewater facilities design.  The class will provide a technical basis for compliance and anti-degradation analyses within the framework of the permitting process.  Attendees will receive a custom trouble-shooting guide that will help staff determine how a facility may be able to improve compliance, and provide a resource to help evaluate proposals and/or workplans for improving compliance.
