NOTE - ANOTHER GREAT CLASS:  The Academy will soon announce a course on a similar topic, "Assuring the Reliability of Water Quality Data".  This class will describe the use of appropriate field and laboratory procedures that ensure water quality data are reliable for decision making.  The class will focus on data collection, analysis and review and is recommended for staff who review analytical data for accuracy and completeness.  This new class will be offered in late 2009 and early 2010.
                                     





Permits, waivers and orders often require a discharger to take specific action based on the results of analytical data.  What can be done when you believe the analysis was flawed and you do not believe the required action is warranted?  Can the analysis be "thrown out"?   





This half-day class will include a summary of how courts deal with scientific data and examples of where data, based on method requirements, may be invalidated by the discharger.  It also includes a brief review of relevant statutes and regulations used by the California Public Health Department (CPHD) laboratory certification program as some cases may involve situations where uncertified labs or unapproved methods were involved.  Finally, case histories and examples of how to approach requests will be presented.
