Course Description:   
The coastal zone of Bangladesh is a place of multiple opportunities and vulnerabilities. It contains many ecosystems (e.g. mangrove, marine, estuarine including islands, coral and sandy beaches) which are recognized as a treasure house of wetland resources and bio-diversity. The Sundarbans, the world’s largest single tract of mangrove forest and a World Heritage Site, is located on the coast. 

The interaction between human and natural ecosystems is very high in the coastal zone of Bangladesh. These ecosystems and livelihoods have been adversely affected by the combination of natural and man-made hazards and socio-economic activities. Protection of these ecosystems thus naturally becomes an essential component for the management in this area. Zoning that is consistent with the physical environment is considered helpful to address the issues. So, government has taken initiatives for Coastal Land Zoning in Bangladesh to help find ways to prevent ecosystem degradation and create conditions for sustainable livelihoods in the coastal zone of Bangladesh.
