Course Description:  In March 2007, the USEPA modified the testing procedures approved for analysis and sampling under the Clean Water Act
. The modifications include changes to sample collection, preservation, and holding time requirements, revisions to method modification and analytical requirements, withdrawal of certain outdated methods, and addition of new and updated methods.  The changes provide increased flexibility to the regulated community and laboratories in the selection of analytical methods.  All samples collected, preserved, and analyzed for purposes under the Clean Water Act must adhere to these updated regulations for the reported results to be considered valid.  This section of the Code of Federal Regulations is cited in every permit and in statewide plans.  As such, permit writers, inspectors and enforcement personnel should understand how these requirements apply to facilities in California. 

This training will provide a look at both the contents of 40CFR Part 136 and the significant changes made to its contents.  The student will be shown the key components of each subpart of Part 136 and what changes were made as a result of what USEPA calls the Methods Update Rule.  The student will then see how the contents of 40CFR Part 136 have been employed in enforcement actions.
