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The purpose of this workshop is to provide current information related to ‘technical aspects’ for investigating and cleaning up contamination at dry cleaner facilities.  The workshop will cover innovative site assessment tools such as very sensitive photoionization detectors (PIDs), passive diffusion bag samplers (PDBS), downhole flow profiling, and high resolution detection techniques.  Current information on clean-up tools will also be discussed including in-situ chemical oxidation, enhanced in-situ bioremediation, and in-situ thermal remediation.  In the afternoon, cost estimation for treatment systems will be discussed and information on how to do a cost estimate will be provided.   Both the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) and the Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) will be presenting information at this workshop.

The workshop will conclude with a wrap-up discussion of the past four workshops as well as a discussion on the next steps.  Questions and feedback from the audience are welcome.
