Introduction to Collaborating with Citizen Monitors and Watershed Stewardship Organizations (2 day class)

Course Description: Collaborations and partnerships with watershed organizations and citizen monitoring programs offer staff opportunities to augment programs and enrich data sets with otherwise unobtainable data. These efforts allow the state to share and receive data, avoid duplication of efforts, decrease costs, and leverage resources. 
The use of data generated by citizen monitoring programs and collaborations is especially critical in these fiscally challenging times, enabling a significant expansion in program capacity and monitoring without increasing State costs.

This workshop will offer participants essential insights into the workings of a watershed group, so that staff can intercede effectively to ensure that citizen monitoring groups are appropriately supported and trained, in order to provide valid data that can dramatically enhance the State's overall monitoring capacity. 

Topics include (1) Introduction to watershed groups and citizen science (2) Explanation of importance of water quality monitoring constituents including biological indicators (4) Hands on field time with equipment, performing monitoring and sampling procedures  (5) Establishing a monitoring plan (6) Data collection (7) Selection of equipment (8) Recruitment, training and retention of citizen monitors (9) Data interpretation and presentation (10) Setting up a Technical Advisory Committee  (11) QAPPs (12) Available online resources for water quality monitoring programs (15) Clean Water Team program.
