ADVANCED CEQA FOR WATER Quality 
Control PLANNING
2 day class
Course Description: The State and Regional Water Boards are involved in activities requiring revisions to Water Quality Control Plans that also trigger the requirement to comply with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA).For the Water Quality Control Plan process, CEQA compliance is achieved through preparing a “substitute environmental document” pursuant to the State Water Board’s certified regulatory program (23 CCR 3775 – 3781). 

In this two-day course, the instructors will present the requirements for environmental analysis and how it applies to the Water Quality Control Plan process.  The class will examine the necessary contents and standards of adequacy for the environmental documents; and will cover the more advanced issues associated with preparing these documents.  

This course assumes an intermediate level of experience in preparing CEQA documents and is not an introductory course.  The following are some of the topics to be addressed in this advanced course:

· Coordination with Water Board Office of Chief Counsel

· Nuances of preparing a SED (versus and EIR)

· Program vs. project analysis

· Writing objectives and developing the range of program alternatives 

· Writing environmental setting and identifying the baseline for determining impacts

· Impact analysis for indirect effects, including analysis of the “reasonably foreseeable methods of compliance”

· Addressing mitigation measures within and outside Water Board jurisdiction

· Integration of Non-CEQA requirements into SED
