Waste Classification
(1 hour or 4 hour class)
Course Description: California has a unique waste classification system, governed by the regulations of three agencies:

· US Environmental Protection Agency

· California Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC)

· State Water Resources Control Board

The resulting system is complex and often difficult to navigate.  This course provides an overview of California’s waste classification system and how it determines minimum containment requirements for discharges of waste to land for treatment, storage or disposal.
