Risk and Decision Making Workshop
(2 day class)
Course Description:  Risk assessment is an effective tool for making environmental decisions.  This highly participatory course provides an introduction to the basics of risk assessment, risk management, risk based decision making and risk communication.   

Participants will explore the science and policies of risk assessment and risk management in the context of a hypothetical case study that is representative of those that staff may encounter in their day to day work.  As we work through the case study, participants will be confronted with uncertainties and issues.  The issues are designed to be challenging.  The participants will have to evaluate the risks posed by these environmental problems, develop their own conclusions in spite of the uncertainties, and decide what actions should be taken at the site.  Then there will be an exercise in presenting the findings to the public. By understanding the science and policy issues, participants will become more effective users of information on risks.  In addition, we will encourage discussion of site-specific problems confronted by individuals in State and Regional Waterboard offices.
The workshop is facilitated by toxicologists from the Department of Toxic Substances Control.  
The course is intended for Engineers, Scientists, Geologists, Public Participation personnel and others with related duties.
