NPDES SIP-Based Permit Writer Training
(2 day course)
Course Description:  This course starts with a special session at 9 a.m. on Day 1 intended only for beginning NPDES permit writers and others that may benefit. This session will provide the beginning permit writer with tools to write a permit and steps to writing a permit in California. We ask that the more advanced permit writers wait outside the classroom until 10:30 a.m. on Day 1.
The regular sessions for both beginning and advanced NPDES permit writers start at 10:30 a.m. on Day 1 and 9 a.m. on Day 2. 
The course will provide a refresher level discussion of the California Toxics Rule criteria and calculation of metals criteria. The course will also provide a refresher level discussion of selected State Implementation Policy (SIP) requirements. Topics include: ambient background concentration; reasonable potential analysis using the SIP; data discretion; mixing zones & dilution credits in streams; SIP steady-state effluent limitation calculation; calculating ammonia limitations; SIP reporting requirements and compliance determination; and calculating performance-based effluent limitations. The course will discuss some State Water Board precedential decisions. The course will also present an Excel tool to analyze CIWQS data for reasonable potential analysis and calculate effluent limitations. California Ocean Plan requirements, WERs, and WET/TST methodology are not included in this course.
This course is intended for NPDES permit writers and others that may benefit. Bring a copy of the CTR and SIP. Bring a calculator.
