NPDES Wastewater Facility Inspections Training
(2 day course)
Course Description:  The Water Boards have developed a standardized protocol for conducting Clean Water Act (CWA) section 106 grant funded NPDES Compliance inspections. This class will present the approved methodology for performing NPDES Compliance Inspections per CWA section 106 Work Plan requirements. 
The instructor will walk the class participants through pre-inspection preparation steps that prepare the inspectors to focus on facility-specific compliance issues during the actual inspection. The instructor will also present the use of a standardized checklist that allows for necessary documentation of an inspection.
