Permitting/CEQA/NEPA
for Forest Service Projects

(2 day class)

Course Description: Various projects and activities that occur on National Forest land trigger federal and/or state permitting requirements.  Projects on National Forests that require permits from state regulatory agencies or that use state funds may require both NEPA and CEQA, and both Forests and state agencies can benefit from joint environmental analyses.  Early consideration of permit requirements may contribute to a better understanding of project planning needs.  Joint NEPA-CEQA analyses can reduce workloads for both agencies and speed project approvals.   

The intent of this training is to provide practical information on permit requirements relevant to projects and activities on Forest Service land, with an emphasis on water resources (e.g. water quality, wetlands), and to provide information relevant to the development of joint NEPA-CEQA environmental analysis and decisions.  

Topics to be covered will include:

· 401 Water Quality Certification

· Storm Water (e.g. Construction General Permits)

· Timber Harvest Waivers

· Integrated Report

· CEQA and NEPA Legal and Regulatory Framework

· Preparing Joint Documents

· Key Issues and Challenges of Integration

The class will be taught by a cadre comprised of SWRCB, CVRWQCB, USACE, and USFS staff.  Group discussion of Forest Service projects, including multi-resource/multi-objective projects, to illustrate training concepts will be included. Although the class will focus on water resources the material should be useful for other resource areas as well.
