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Course Description:  

The State Water Board has two primary responsibilities: to allocate California’s waters for beneficial use and to protect their quality.  The diversion and use of California’s surface and ground water requires a water right.  California’s water right laws have been developed over the past 160 years through statute and case law to protect existing legal water users and public interests.  Water rights laws can constrain activities intended to expand local water supplies, including water reclamation, stormwater programs, and conjunctive use projects, if those activities have the potential to affect the water supplies available to other users.  At the same time, the State Water Board’s water rights authority can be used to improve water quality.  The first five sessions of this series were initially developed for water researchers in Beijing, China.  The series is now available for all Water Board staff.  The last session will draw connections between the Board’s two programs.
