Course Description: 

The State Water Resources Control Board Training Academy is pleased to sponsor this follow-up one-day workshop on the use of Whole Effluent Toxicity testing in regulatory and permit applications.  Toxicity testing is specified in effluent discharge permits to monitor compliance with toxicity objectives.  National policy requires that the “discharge of toxic pollutants in toxic amounts be prohibited”.  Toxicity tests have the advantage of directly assessing the biological effects of all effluent constituents, including the interactive effects of multiple chemicals.  

In May and June of 2002, EPA, Regional Board, and the University of California at Davis toxicity experts presented a broad overview of toxicity test methods applications and in 2003 workshops were focused on new methods and interpreting data.  This year’s workshop will cover:

· Considerations for permit language – rationale for choosing methods, frequency, effluent concentrations, and more.

· Reading a discharge monitoring report – what to look for and when to ask questions.

· Toxicity reduction evaluation workplans – development and implementation. 

· Toxicity identification evaluations – basics and case studies.

Debra Denton and Robyn Stuber of US EPA Region 9, Jeff Miller of AQUA Science, and Karen Larsen of the Central Valley Regional Water Board will be discussing the applications of toxicity testing for permits and regulatory programs with interested US EPA, State and Regional Water Quality Control staff from permitting, enforcement, standards, monitoring and TMDL programs.
