For the past four years, a consortium of scientists has been working under grants from the US Environmental Protection Agency (US EPA) to develop a rapid method to assess the condition of all wetland types in California.   


CRAM has the potential to be an excellent tool to standardize reporting of site impacts and compensatory mitigation under the 401/404 programs.  It can also be used in ambient monitoring efforts within a watershed context to assess cumulative impacts, assist with locating the best sites for restoration and reporting on restoration project success, and perhaps for TMDL purposes.  


The objective of this course is to: 


Build capacity within the State agencies regarding CRAM by providing an overview of the method.  


Provide information to State agency staff on applications of CRAM in 401 certification, DFG 1660, ambient monitoring, SWAMP, and wetland & stream protection practices.


Provide a modest level of hands on experience to conduct CRAM field assessments.
