                                    This symposium is a forum for researchers to present their research results and also for the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) staff to discuss their staff report on the Clean Water Act 316(b) policy. The researchers speaking have either been funded through the California Energy Commission's Public Interest Energy Research (PIER) program at Moss Landing Marine Laboratory. That program is the Water Intake Structure Environmental Research (WISER) program. Or additional speakers that have conducted once through cooling research in California will also be presenting results. Topics include sampling methodologies, vibrating screens, fisheries life history information, the models used in determining impacts, and costs associated with retrofitting.
