In January 2007, USEPA Office of Water published the MS4 Program Evaluation Guidance document which this class is based upon. The class has been revised to focus specifically on California’s MS4 programs.  By taking the class, it will provide you with the information and questions necessary to conduct a  comprehensive or targeted MS4 program evaluation and determine if the permittee is implementing the program in order to reduce pollutants discharged to the “maximum extent practicable” (MEP). A field component is included which will represent real-world conditions, increase participant interest, and demonstrate the audit/inspection process, including violations and challenges.

-Assess the compliance and effectiveness of Phase I and Phase II MS4 programs;


-Review Phase II MS4 stormwater management programs (SWMPs);


-Assess pollutants of concern;


-Provide technical assistance
