Enforcement 101





Compliance with regulations is critical to protecting, and it is the preference of the State Water Board that the most effective and timely methods be used to assure that the regulated community stays in compliance. Compliance assistance tools such as providing training, guidance, and financial assistance are commonly used by the Water Boards and work very well in many situations.  Without a strong enforcement program to back up the cooperative approach, the entire regulatory framework would be in jeopardy.





The Water Boards have a number of enforcement tools to address specific violations when they occur, and to deter future violations.  This introductory-level training will provide an overview of these tools as well as the Water Quality Enforcement Policy.
