Special Instructions:

1. Lunch:  There are very few lunch venues near the Hotel.  As a result, the hotel is providing a buffet lunch.  A choice of either a deli sandwich or salad with beverage will be available on Day 1; A Mexican style meal with beverage will be provided on Day 2.  Vegetarian meals can be made from the buffet selections.
