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Basin Plans are the key regulatory documents for water quality in the state and are an essential tool for supporting the Water Board’s most important work.  Currently, Water Board staff are working to align the Basin Plans with Water Board priorities and goals.  In addition, Regional Board staff routinely update and amend the Basin Plan with new TMDLs, changes in beneficial uses, and other regulatory items.  Participants will learn what a Basin Plan is and how it can be used effectively; how the Basin Plan relates to overarching efforts such as the California Water Plan, the Water Board’s Strategic Plan and the Regional Board’s organizational vision; and how Regional Board staff can use the Basin Plan to proactively protect water resources.  Participants will also learn how to successfully navigate the Basin Plan amendment process and understand its requirements.  Topics include:
