Monitoring Design and Quality Assurance for Projects compatible with the Surface Water Ambient Monitoring Program (SWAMP)

This one-day course is intended for State Board and Regional Board staff, including grant contract managers, QA officers, and technical staff working on water monitoring projects for SWAMP, TMDL, NPS or other State Program.  It is also intended for project proponents who are responsible for quality assurance of monitoring projects funded by State and Federal grants.  All these monitoring projects are currently required to submit data that are comparable with data generated by SWAMP in terms of data quality and reporting formats.  The purpose of the course is to introduce the participants to the following topics:

· SWAMP overview and functions as an umbrella Program for water monitoring within the State Water Resources Control Board

· Monitoring Plans and sampling design

· The 24 elements of a Quality Assurance Project Plan (QAPP) and their contents

· How are these elements applied in the SWAMP Quality Assurance Management Plan

· What tools and templates are available to Contract Managers and to Project Proponents
