This two-day course will begin with a one-day primer on the State’s Policy for Implementation of Toxics Standards for Inland Surface Waters, Enclosed Bays, and Estuaries (SIP) and the California Toxics Rule (CTR) that are used for development of water quality-based effluent limitations.  The beginning permit writer will be taught data requirements, how to calculate metals criteria, the use of ambient background data, reasonable potential analysis, mixing zone requirements, how to calculate effluent limitations, and reporting protocols for priority pollutants.  You will work through some example exercises.  The seasoned permit writer may find this to be a good refresher.
