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The purpose of this 2-day training session is to provide course attendees with a general introduction to algal blooms as a water quality and public health problem. The course content will focus on cyanobacteria harmful algae blooms (CyanoHabs) and their toxins (Cyanotoxins). Topics will include: systematics and ecology, sampling, handling, storage and shipment methods, chemistry and toxinology of cyanotoxins, immuno and analytical assays, water treatment removal and inactivation, risk management and mitigation. 

Day one will include morning classroom lectures/discussion followed by an afternoon laboratory session on cyanobacteria identification in which the class will work with microscopes and prepare and view slides of various taxa in order become familiar with common genera of toxic and non-toxic forms. Appropriate sampling techniques will be discussed and demonstrated. Day two will include morning lectures/discussion followed by an afternoon session on current analytical methods and immunoassays for cyanotoxins. This session will use instrumentation made available by the University of California Santa Cruz (HPLC, Mass Spectrometer, plate reader).
