Course Description:  Staff writing CWA 401 certifications and WDRs for flood control, river restoration and related projects frequently encounter situations where they must permit (certify) projects that aim to protect stream banks from erosion.  Some of these projects are small homeowner-type projects and others are large-scale projects initiated by flood control agencies.  Historically these projects tended to determine the new alignment of the stream based on land use needs, and then armor the banks to keep the stream in place.  The advent of biotechnical-based measures allows permitting actions to preserve and protect more beneficial uses – but this requires staff to understand the basics of channel stability.  Attendees of this course will learn how to assess channel stability using a range of different channel stability treatments, with an emphasis on biotechnical methods.


One full day will be dedicated to learning in the field, so please plan to wear appropriate clothing and shoes.
