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The goal of the workshop is to identify target values of response endpoints that are linked to nutrients and have reasonable potential to cause adverse impacts to beneficial uses of water bodies.  Targets for nutrient TMDLs (as well as assessment criteria) can be developed in terms of such response variables.  For instance, given a target maximum density of stream periphyton, corresponding nutrient load/concentration limits can be calculated.  However, determining an appropriate target value, while informed by science, is in large part a policy decision that must be made by the appropriate regulatory authorities: you.

Recognizing that it is unlikely that consensus can be achieved on target value for all or most endpoints, the strategy will be to identify tier boundaries or cutoffs: a value above which there is a high potential for impairment, a value below which there is a minimal potential for impairment, and an intermediate gray area where more detailed analysis will be required.

The workshop will continue the strategy of stakeholder engagement with state regulators regarding the proposed approach for developing nutrient criteria in EPA Region IX.  A subsequent workshop will describe the use of simple computer tools that can translate the primarily biological endpoints to nutrient concentrations.

Workshop Approach:  Participants will be sent a technical background information packet approximately one month prior to the workshop.  The facilitated workshop will involve a series of discussions to allow participants to work towards consensus on

values for tier boundaries for a series of response parameters related to nutrient impacts that affect beneficial uses.  Academic experts will introduce selected topics.
