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Local land use decisions have a direct impact on both water supply and water quality.  This class will provide the basic legal, planning and process context for land use planning in California at regional and local levels.  Learn how cities and counties develop General and Specific Plans, zoning, design guidelines and ordinances (i.e. planning policy).  Various types of development entitlement and permit applications will be covered in order to understand who the influential players are and constraints and limitations on the planning process.  This class will examine recent models of community development that have less impact on water resources than typical development and show examples of how water has been handled well in local land use plans and development projects.  Also featured will be hands-on exercises in developing planning policy and reviewing development applications.
