Course Description:  Water Rights staff prepare a variety of documents requiring a high degree of technical and analytic writing proficiency, including Water Rights and State Water Board decisions, orders, resolutions, permits, environmental documents, study analyses, reports, comments on environmental documents and other studies, and general correspondence.  It is critical that these documents demonstrate clear concise analytical logic to be effective and legally defensible.  The purpose of this training class is to ensure that all staff members have the skills necessary to prepare high-quality agency documents.  The objectives of the class are to: (1) teach staff the fundamentals of basic analytical and technical writing, (2) inform staff on how to construct a written argument, (3) instruct staff how to critically analyze and present scientific and technical information, (4) convey to staff how to present opposing technical and scientific information and construct a sound written determination based on that information, and (5) demonstrate how to use these skills when preparing written documents for the Division of Water Rights and the State Water Board.
