The State Water Resources Control Board, Division of Water Rights (Division) is involved in many activities that trigger the requirement to comply with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). In this two-day course on preparing environmental analysis documents, the instructors will provide Division staff with a complete overview of CEQA and how it applies to the responsibilities of the Division. The instructors will start at the background and implementation of CEQA, and take Division staff though the analysis of environmental impacts and the implementation of appropriate mitigation measures.





Additionally, Division staff will examine the necessary contents of, and standards of adequacy for CEQA documents; and will cover the integration of CEQA with other environmental laws, such as the National Environmental Policy Act.
