NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the State Water Resources Control Board (State Water
Board) will hold a public meeting to consider: (1) adoption of the Second Revised Proposed
Final Part 3 of the Water Quality Control Plan for Inland Surface Waters, Enclosed Bays, and
Estuaries of California—Bacteria Provisions and a Water Quality Standards Variance Policy
(Part 3 of the ISWEBE), and the Second Revised Proposed Final Amendment to the Water
Quiality Control Plan for Ocean Waters of California—Bacteria Provisions and a Water Quality
Standards Variance Policy (Ocean Plan Amendment) (Part 3 of the ISWEBE and the Ocean
Plan Amendment are hereafter collectively referred to as the Bacteria Provisions), and

(2) approval of the Second Proposed Final Staff Report, Including Substitute Environmental
Documentation, for the Bacteria Provisions (hereafter Staff Report). Interested persons may
provide oral comments at the public meeting.

THE BACTERIA PROVISIONS

The Bacteria Provisions, if adopted, would apply to fresh, estuarine, and ocean waters and
establish updated bacteria water quality objectives for the protection of the primary contact
recreation (REC-1) beneficial use based on a risk protection level of 32 illnesses per 1,000
recreators. The Bacteria Provisions would establish: Escherichia coli (E. coli) as the indicator
of pathogens in freshwater; enterococci as the indicator for saline inland surface waters,
enclosed bays, and estuaries; and enterococci as an indicator in ocean waters. Unlike the
previously distributed documents, the Ocean Plan Amendment would retain the fecal coliform
objective contained in the existing California Ocean Plan because recent California-specific
epidemiological studies demonstrate that fecal coliform is a good indicator of fecal



contamination and is a better indicator than enterococci of gastrointestinal iliness during certain
types of water exposure and environmental conditions. The Bacteria Provisions will supersede
numeric, but not narrative, water quality objectives for bacteria for the REC-1 beneficial use in
the water quality control plans established by the Regional Water Quality Control Boards prior to
the effective date of the Bacteria Provisions.

The Bacteria Provisions would also establish implementation approaches for bacteria control
including reference beach and natural source exclusion approaches that may only be applied
within the context of a total maximum daily load. Additionally, Part 3 of the ISWEBE (and not
the Ocean Plan Amendment) describes implementation approaches that could be utilized to
reflect the attainability of REC-1 beneficial use designations, including a temporary high-flow
suspension and a seasonal suspension of the REC-1 beneficial use, a definition for the limited
water contact recreation (LREC-1) beneficial use, and the designation of the LREC-1 beneficial
use.

The Bacteria Provisions also identify an existing mechanism under 40 Code of Federal
Regulations section 131.14 for adopting water quality standards variances for any pollutant, not
only bacteria.

The Bacteria Provisions, Staff Report, and other information were initially made available on the
State Water Board’s website on June 30, 2017 at:

The Bacteria Provisions, Staff Report, and
the responses to the previously submitted timely written comments have been revised
subsequent to the last time they were distributed to the public. Those revised documents are
expected to be posted to the same website on or before July 6, 2018. Notice will be provided
concerning the date on which the revised documents are available on the State Water Board’s
website.

PROCEDURAL MATTERS

At the August 7, 2018 public meeting, at which the State Water Board will consider adopting the
Bacteria Provisions and approving the Staff Report, interested persons will have an opportunity
to comment orally on the Bacteria Provisions and Staff Report. There will be no sworn testimony
or cross-examination of participants. However, the State Water Board and its staff may ask
clarifying questions.
