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Precedential Decision
On May 17, 2001, the State Water Resources Control Board (State Water Board) adopted an order denying the request of Pacific Lumber Company and Scotia Pacific Company LLC (jointly referred to as petitioners) for a stay of a monitoring and reporting order that was issued by the North Coast Regional Water Quality Control Board (Regional Board) pursuant to Water Code section 13267.  The monitoring and reporting order issued by the Regional Board required water quality monitoring before, during, and after the timber harvest authorized under Timber Harvest Plan No. 1-97-520 HUM for 720 acres in the area known as the “Hole in the Headwaters.”  Following a hearing on the petitioners’ request for a stay, the State Water Board concluded that petitioners had not met their burden of proving each of the three conditions required for issuance of a stay pursuant to California Code of Regulations, title 14, section 2053.
