THE WATER RECYCLING FACILITIES PLANNING GRANT FOR The CENTRAL CONTRA COSTA SANITARY DISTRICT (DISTRICT), INDUSTRIAL RECYCLED WATER DEMONSTRATION PROJECT

The Central Contra Costa Sanitary District provides wastewater services to approximately 420,000 residents in Central Contra Costa County.  On March 13, 2001, the District applied for a grant on the subject project from the Water Recycling Facilities Planning Grant Program as provided for under Section 79143 of the Safe Drinking Water, Clean Water, Watershed Protection and Flood Protection Act (Proposition 13).  The total proposed planning study cost is $237,000 and the grant requested is $75,000.  The study will investigate the feasibility and cost-effectiveness of supplying 8 million gallons per day of reclaimed municipal wastewater to a refinery for use as cooling tower process water.  The study will define water quality requirements, evaluate treatment options and costs and identify coordination requirements with the local water purveyor.
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
