CONSIDERATION OF A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OR DESIGNEE TO NEGOTIATE, EXECUTE, AND AMEND AN INTERAGENCY MASTER AGREEMENT WITH THE UNIVERSITY OF CALIFORNIA TO PROVIDE TECHNICAL SUPPORT FOR STATEWIDE PROGRAMS

DISCUSSION

The Division of Water Quality’s (DWQ) annual budget provides statewide contract support services for a variety of programs and activities conducted by the Regional Water Quality Control Boards (RWQCBs) and DWQ.  The past process for making the contract services available to the organizations involved numerous individual contracts and lengthy negotiation and execution efforts.  This resulted in delays in completing projects and other program tasks and required excessive administrative commitments in DWQ and the Division of Administrative Services (DAS).  In order to improve this situation, the DWQ, DAS, Department of General Services, and University of California (UC) have developed a draft Interagency Master Agreement (IMA) that will allow DWQ and the RWQCBs to have broad access to the expertise in the UC system in a timely and administratively effective manner.  The IMA will not compromise the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) authorities and abilities to manage the fiscal and technical elements of the contractual work.  The attached table provides a listing of the activities and funding that will be covered by the IMA.   

POLICY ISSUE

Should the SWRCB authorize the Executive Director or designee to negotiate, execute, and amend an IMA with UC for an amount not to exceed $3 million for statewide technical support services? 

FISCAL IMPACT
DWQ has contract funds in its Fiscal Year 2001-02 budget for these services.  The specific fund sources are identified in the attachment.

RWQCB IMPACT
Yes, all RWQCBs.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION
That the SWRCB authorizes the Executive Director or designee to negotiate, execute, and amend an IMA with UC for an amount not to exceed $3 million for statewide technical support services.

AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OR DESIGNEE TO 

NEGOTIATE, EXECUTE, AND AMEND AN INTERAGENCY MASTER

AGREEMENT WITH THE UNIVERSITY OF CALIFORNIA TO PROVIDE 

TECHNICAL SUPPORT FOR STATEWIDE PROGRAMS 
WHEREAS:

1. The State Water Resources Control Board’s (SWRCB) budget provides authority in the Division of Water Quality (DWQ) to provide technical and other specialized support statewide for programs and activities conducted by the Regional Water Quality Control Boards (RWQCBs) and DWQ.

2. SWRCB Resolution 90-14 currently authorizes the Executive Director to execute and amend contracts up to $200,000 without acquiring specific authorization by the SWRCB.

3. SWRCB Resolution Nos. 2001-022 and 2001-095 provide the Executive Director or designee with the authority to negotiate, execute, and amend contracts exceeding $200,000 for dedicated funding for the ambient surface water monitoring program and for the total maximum daily loads development.

4. Streamlining the contracting process will enhance the ability of the SWRCB and RWQCBs to minimize administrative efforts and improve support for critical SWRCB and RWQCB programs.

5. The proposed Interagency Master Agreement with the University of California will allow the RWQCBs and DWQ to obtain timely expertise on technical issues.

6. Delegation of authority to spend baseline general fund program contract funds to the Executive Director would not substantially infringe on the ability of the SWRCB to exercise judgement in regard to staff activities or remove any review or approval responsibility or discretion that the SWRCB may choose to exercise in regard to baseline general fund programs.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

The SWRCB authorizes the Executive Director or designee to negotiate, execute, and amend an IMA with UC for an amount not to exceed $3 million for statewide technical support services.
