Typical Distribution of Regulatory Workload 

For Primary Categories of Discharge Permits

The following table depicts the distribution of the regulatory workload for the typical or average discharger in three categories, and the corresponding proportion of assessed fee to each task.  The tasks are performed by State and Regional Board staff when dealing with each type of discharger (i.e. Major Municipal, Major Industrial and Minor permits). 

 This table was developed using the “Needs Analysis document” submitted to the State Legislature by the State Water Resource Control Board in 2001.  Some tasks listed are performed annually and some are performed once per permit cycle.  The fees associated with once a permit cycle were spread over the life of the permit (i.e., 5 years) to determine the annual fee basis.  The portion attributable to enforcement was derived by using both the “Need Analysis document” and historical data on the number of enforcement actions taken annually by the State and Regional Boards.  All fees on the table represent annual fees.  The fees listed in each table are examples of fees a discharger would pay.
