14.  Consideration of a Proposed Resolution Finding that the Project Entitled “Planning Investigation for Implementation of the Phase 8 Settlement Agreement” is Consistent with the Bay-Delta Water Quality Control Plan and the Safe, Clean, Reliable, Water Supply Act (Water Code § 78681 et seq.).
