WATER QUALITY PETITION
12.  In the Matter of the Petition Filed by Pacific Lumber Company and Scotia Pacific Lumber LLC for Review of Monitoring and Reporting Order No. R1-2001-19, Issued by the California Regional Water Quality Control Board, North Coast Region.  SWRCB/OCC File A-1380.  

Dan Frink, Office of Chief Counsel, presented the item noting an errata sheet dated October 18, 2001.  Mr. Frink recommended adoption of the proposed order (including those revisions in the errata) vacating the Regional Board order and requiring Pacific Lumber to do specified water quality monitoring and reporting.
Ross Johnson, Edgar Washburn, Susan Warner, Adona White, Phil Wyels, Mark Rentz, David Bischel, William Bertain, Kristi Wrigley, Ralph Kraus, Jesse Noell, Cynthia Elkins, Tom Nelson, Jim Otrowsky, Gaylord Briggs, Henry Alden, Peter Ribar, Bob Rynearson and Lloyd Bradshaw addressed the Board.

The Chairman recessed the meeting to meet in closed session to deliberate on a decision to be reached in the matter of the proposed order.

The Chairman reconvened the Board meeting noting two additional revisions to the draft order: 

Footnote 2, last sentence, add words “need for”: The need for monitoring and reporting requirements that may be established in a specific case will necessarily involve site specific considerations and other relevant facts.

Page 51, under conclusions, add additional paragraph:  “Revisions to the water quality monitoring and reporting requirements specified in this order may be appropriate based on information that becomes available in the future.  This order delegates to the Chief of the Division of Water Quality the authority to revise applicable water quality monitoring and reporting requirements based on new information that becomes available.  While concluding that in this case monitoring is appropriate, the Board encourages all interested persons to work cooperatively through existing processes to establish consistent monitoring requirements.”

Mr. Frink, at the Board’s direction, noted two more additional revisions:

Page 19, last paragraph, second sentence:  “Order No. 98-100 cites the reports from residents of significant deterioration of water quality in water used for domestic purposes and increased flooding since …”.

Page 28, top of page:  “water quality monitoring on the South Fork Elk River watershed before undertaking substantial work, as well as, during, and after the …” 

Motion:  The Board unanimously adopted the proposed order, including the revisions contained in the errata sheet and the four additional revisions.  Water Quality Order 2001-14
