On 6 January 2023, City of Roseville (Applicant) filed a notification requesting coverage
under the 9 October 2018 State Water Resources Control Board Clean Water Act
Section 401 General Water Quality Certification of the United States Army Corps of
Engineers (USACE) Regional General Permit 8 (General Certification Order) for the
2023 Storms Dry Creek Bank Stabilization Project - RGP 8 (Project). After review of the
notification and the supplemental material submitted by the Applicant, the Central Valley
Regional Water Quality Control Board (Central Valley Water Board) has determined that
the Project qualifies for enrollment under this General Certification Order. The proposed
activity took place in 0.098 acre/230 linear feet of waters of the United States.

The Central Valley Water Board is certifying this Project under United States Army

Activities, subject to the conditions and the notification requirements described in the
Nationwide Permit (“Special Conditions”).

The 0.25-acre Project consists of placing riprap along the bank of Dry Creek to prevent
an adjacent and now exposed 66-inch sewer line from discharging wastewater into Dry
Creek. The placement of riprap would prevent erosion and further loss of the bank.

The Project will permanently impact 0.098 acre/230 linear feet of waters of the United
States.
