TRANSMITTAL OF ORDER RESCINDING WASTE DISCHARGE REQUIREMENTS, 
OLEANDER L.P., OLEANDER ESTATES UNIT NO. 4 DEWATER PROJECT,  
SAN JOAQUIN COUNTY 
 
On 11 October 2018, the Executive Officer of the Central Valley Regional Water Quality 
Control Board issued a Notice of Applicability granting coverage under the Statewide Waste 
Discharge Requirements for Discharges to Land with a Low Threat to Groundwater Quality 
(Order WQ 2003-0003-DWQ) to Oleander L.P. for discharges to land from the Oleander 
Estates Unit No. 4 Dewatering Project.
