DON PEDRO EMERGENCY SPILLWAY SEDIMENT REMOVAL PROJECT  

TUOLUMNE COUNTY 
 
On 18 August 2017, the Turlock Irrigation District (Applicant) filed a Notice of Intent (NOI) requesting 
coverage under Waiver of Reports of Waste Discharge and Waste Discharge Requirements for Specific 
Types of Discharge within the Central Valley Region, Resolution R5-2013-0145 (Waiver).  After review 
of the NOI and the supplemental material submitted by the Applicant, the Central Valley Regional 
Water Quality Control Board (Central Valley Water Board) has determined that the placement of dredge 
materials associated with this project qualifies for enrollment under this Waiver. Per the application 
package, there will be no disposal of dredge materials to surface waters, all dredged material will be 
placed upland, and the placement of the dredged material does not threaten to degrade or impair 
beneficial uses of the receiving waters.  
 
Therefore, the discharge to land, as described in the NOI, qualifies for coverage under Category 3, as 
described in the Waiver.  You are hereby assigned R5-2013-0145-0084 for the discharge to land.  
Please include this number on all correspondence related to this discharge. 
 
The in-water work associated with this project is covered under Clean Water Act, Section 401 Water 
Quality Certification (WDID#5B55CR00112) issued to the Turlock Irrigation District for the Don Pedro 
Emergency Spillway Sediment Removal Project.

The project must proceed in accordance with the conditions specified in Waiver R5-2013-0145, and 
with the terms of the project description specified in the RWD.  Coverage under this Waiver is valid until 
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18 December 2018 when the waiver expires.  The Waiver is no longer valid if the project as described 
in the NOI is modified.  
 
PROJECT DESCRIPTION: 
Spillway operations have resulted in an accumulation of rock and debris in the spillway channel.  The 
proposed maintenance dredging will remove a maximum of 60,000 cubic yards of material from the 
channel.  The excavation will be limited to restoring the river channel to pre-project conditions.  
 
APPROXIMATE TIMEFRAME OF PROJECT IMPLEMENTATION:  
12 September 2017 to 1 April 2018 
 
PROJECT LOCATION: 
Tuolumne River; Latitude 37° 40’ 51.9”: Longitude -120° 25’ 46.46” 
 
APPLICATION FEES RECEIVED: 
A fee of $2,088.00 was received on 22 August 2017 by the Central Valley Water Board.  The fee 
amount was determined as required by Water Code section 13260(d) and California Code of 
Regulations, title 23, section 2200(a)(3).
