Valley Nitrogen Producers, Inc. (hereinafter also referred
to as the discharger), 1221 Van Ness Avenue, Fresno, California,
93721, submitted a NPDES* application for Permit to Discharge,
dated May 2, 1977, under the National Pollutant Discharge
Elimination System. Said application is assigned Application
No. CA0LQ4183. ‘

The discharger presently discharges an average daily flow of
0.831 MG ~ per operating day and a maximum flow of 1.1 MG -
per operating day of wastewater from a nitrogen fertilizer
manufacturing facility into Date Drain, a water of the United
States, in the SW%, Section 9, T16S, R1LE, SBB&M. The dis-
charged wastewater flows via Date Drain, Central Drain No. 3
and Central Drain - a total distance of about 10 miles, and
enters Alamo River at River Mile 38.75.

The discharger reports production as follows:

5. A Water Quality Control Plan for the West Colorado River Basin
(7A) was adopted by the Board on April 10, 1975. The Basin
Plan contains water quality objectives for Alamo River and
Imperial Valley Irrigation Drains.

6. The beneficial uses of Alamo River and Imperial Valley Drains
are: '

a. Transport of dissolved solids to Salton Sea for agri-
cultural soil sgalinity control. ‘

be. Limited public fishing activity.
¢. Freshwater habitat for fish and wildlife.
d. Freshwater replenishment for Salton Sea.

7. The discharge is presently governed by Waste Discharge Re-
quirements contained in Order No. 74~59 (NPDES No. CAQL04183)
which allows discharge to Date Drain.

8. The discharger and interested agencies and persons have been
notified of the Board's intent to revise requirements for the
existing discharge and have been provided with the opportunity
for a public hearing and the opportunity to submit their
written views and recommendations.

9. The Board in a public meeting, heard and considered all comments
pertaining to the discharge.

-10. The issuance of waste discharge requirements for this dis-
charge is exempt from the provisions of Chapter 3 (commencing
with Section 21000) of Division 13 of the Public Resources
Code in accordance with Water Code Section 13389.

It is hereby ordered, pursuant to the provisions of Division 7 of
the California Water Code and regulations adopted thereunder, and
to the provision of the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, as
amended, and regulations and guidelines adopted thereunder, that
the discharger shall comply with the following:

A. Prohibitions

1. Neither the treatment nor the discharge of wastes shall
cause a pollution or a nuisance.

B. Full Compliance Effluent Limitations - effective upon issuance
of this Order.

If fewer than 4 samples are collected
and analyzed during any 30 consecutive calendar day period,
compliance with the 30-day average limitation shall not be
determined.

2. The average daily discharge per-operating-day shall not
exceed 1.0 MGD.

Co " Full Compliance Receiﬁing Water Limitations - effective on
issuance of this Order. .

l. Wastewater discharged to Date Drain shall not:

a. Depress the dissolved oxygen content of water in
Date Drain below 5.0 mg/l.

b. "Cause presence of oil, grease, scum, sludge, or solids.

¢. Cause presence of heavy metals in concentrations toxic
to fish and other aquatic life.

d. Cause concentration of Sulfates (SOA) contained in

water in Date Drain to exceed 1,500 mg/l as a

maximum except when water in Date Drain upstream of

said discharge contains sulfates exceeding 1,000 mg/1,

in which case the discharge shall not cause an incremental

increase of more than 500 mg/l.
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e. Cause the values for pH of Date Drain water to be out-
side the limits of €.0 to 9.0.

The discharge shall not cause a violation of any applicable
water quality standard for receiving waters adopted by the
Board or the State Water Resources Control Board as required
by the Federal Water Pollution Control Act and regulations
adopted thereunder.

Adequate protective works shall be provided to assure that
a flood which would be expected to occur on a frequency of
once in a 100-year period, would not ercde or otherwise
render portions of the treatment and discharge facilities
inopersble.

The requirements prescribed by this order supersede the
requirements prescribed by Order No. 74-59, adopted by the
Board on December 12, 1974. Order No. 74-59 is hereby
rescinded.

The discharger shall comply with the attached Monitoring
and Reporting Program No. 77-44, and future revisions
thereto, as specified by the Executive Officer.

The discharger shall comply with all items of the attached
"Standard Provisions and Reporting Requirements.,"

This Order expires Sept. 21, 1982, and the discharger shall
file a Report of Waste Discharge in accordance with Title 23
California Administrative Code, not later than 180 days 1n
advance of such date as an application for issuance of

new waste discharge requirements.

Facilities shall be available to keep the plant's waste
treatment facilities in operation in the event of commer-
cial power failure.

Thig order shall serve as a National Pollutant Discharge
Elimination System permit pursuant to Section 402 of the
Federal Water Pollution Control Act or amendments thereto,
and shall become effective 10 days after date of its adoption
provided the Regional Administrator, Envirommental Protec-
tion Agency, has no objections., If the Regional Administra-
tor objects to its issuance, the permit shall not become
effective until such objection is withdrawn.

STANDARD PROVISIONS AND REPORTING REQUIREMENTS
FOR
INDUSTRIAL DISCHARGES

A. General Provisions:
. he requirements prescribed herein do not authorize the
commission of any act causing injury to the property
of another, nor protect the discharger from his liabilities
under federal, state, or local laws, nor guarantee the
discharger a capacity right in the receiving waters.

2. The discharger shall permit the Regional Board and the
Environmental Protection Agency: .
(a) Bntry upon premises in which an effluent source
is located or in which any reguired records are kept;

(b) Access to Copy any records required to be kept under
terms and conditions of this order;

(c) Inspection of monitoring equipment or records; and
(d) Sampling of any discharge.

3. All discharges authorized by this Order shall be consis-
tent with the terms and conditions of this Order. The
discharge of any pollutant more frequently than or at a
level in excess of that identified and authorized by this
Order shall constitute a violation of the terms and con-
ditions of this Order.

L. After notice and opportunity for a hearing, this Order
may be terminated or modified for cause, including, but
not limited to: .

(a) Violation of any term or condition contained in ?
this Order;

(b) Obtaining this Order by misrepresentation, or
' failure to disclose fully all relevant facts;

(e) A change in any condition that reauired either a
temporary or permanent reduction or elimination
of the authorized discharge.

5. If a toxic effluent standard or prohibition (including any
schedule of compliance specified in such effluent standard
or prohibition) is established under Section 307(a) of
the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, or amendments
thereto, for a toxic pollutant which is present in the
discharge authorized herein and such standard or pro-
hibition is more stringent than any limitation upon such




pollutant in this Order, the Board will revise or modify
this Order in accordance with such toxic effluent standard
or prohibition and so notify the discharger.

If more stringent applicable water quality standards are
approved pursuant to Section 303 of the Federal Water
Pollution Control Act, or amendments thereto, the Board
will revise and modify this order in accordance with such

The provisions of this Order are severable, and if any
provision of this Order, or the application of any

provision of this Order to any circumstance, is held invalid,
the application of such provision to other circumstances,

and the remainder of this Order shall not be affected thereby.

Safeguard to electric power failure:

a) The discharger shall, within ninety (90) days of the
effective date of this permit, submit to the Regional
Board and the Regional Administrator a descrintion of
the existing safeguards provided to assure that, should
there be reduction, loss, or failuyre of electric power,
the discharger shall comply with the terms and conditions
of this Order. Such safeguards may include alternate '
power sources, standby generators, retention capacity,
operating procedures or other means. A description of
the safeguards provided shall include an analysis of
the frequency, duration, and impact of power failures
experienced over the past five years on effluent quality
and on the capability of the discharger to comply with
the terms and conditions of the Order. The adeguacy of the
safeguards is subject to the approval of the Regional
Board. _

b) Should the treatment works not include safeguards against
reduction, loss, or failure of electric power, or, should
the Regional Board not approve the existing safeguards,
the discharger shall, within ninety (90) days of the
effective date of this Order or within ninety (90) days
of having been advised by the Regional Board that
the existing safeguards are inadequate, provide to the
Regional Board and the Regional Administrator a schedule
of compliance for providing safeguards such that in the
event of reduction, loss, or failure of electric power,
the permittee shall comply with the terms and condi-
tions of this permit. The schedule of compliance shall,
upon approval of the Regional Board become a condition

9. Any diversion from or bypass of facilities necessary to
maintain compliance with the terms and conditions of this
Order is prohibited, except (a) where unavoidable to prevent
loss of life or severe property damage, or (b) where
excessive storm drainage or runoff would damage any facilities
necessary for compliance with the effluent limitations and
prohibitions of this Order. The discharger shall promptly
notify the Board and the Regional Administrator of EPA in
writing of each such diversion or bypass.

10. Except for data determined to be confidential under Section 308
of the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, all reports
prepared in accordance with terms of this Order shall be
available for public inspection at the offices of the
Regional Water Quality Control Board, and the Regional
Administrator of EPA. As required by the Federal Water
Pollution Control Act, effluent data shall not be consi-
dered confidential. Knowingly making any false statements
on any such report may result in the imposition of ceriminal
penalties as provided for in Section 309 of the Act.

1l. The discharger shall take all reasonable steps to minimize
any adverse impact to receiving waters resulting from non-
compliance with any effluent limitations specified in this
Order, including such accelerated or additional monitoring
as necessary to determine the nature and impact of the non-
complying discharge.

12. In the event of any change in control or ownership of land
or waste discharge facilities presently owned or controlled
by the discharger, the discharger shall notify the succeeding
owner or operator of the existence of this Order by letter,
a copy of which shall be forwarded to this Board.

13. The discharger shall ensure compliance with any existing
or future pretreatment standard promulgated by EPA under
Sections 307 of the Federal Water Pollution Control Act
or amendment thereto, for any'discharge to the municipal
system.

1i4. The discharge of any radiological, chemical, or biologi-
cal warfare agent or high level radiological waste is pro-
hibited.

B. Provisions for Monitoring: :

1. Water quality analysis shall be performed in accordance with
the latest edition of "Guidelines Establishing Test Proce-
dures for Analysis of Pollutants", promulgated by the
United States Environmental Protection Agency.

The laboratory which performs the sample analysis must be
identified in all monitoring reports submitted to the Regional
Board Executive Officer and the Regional Administrator (EPA).

Effluent samples’ shall be taken downstream of the last addi-

tion of waste to the treatment or discharge works where a re~
presentative sample may be obtained prior to mixing with the

receiving waters.

All monitoring instruments and devices used by the discharger

to fulfill the prescribed monitoring program shall be properly
maintained and calibrated as necessary to ensure their continued
accuracy. .

General Reporting Requirements:

1.

The discharger shall submit to the Board on or before each
compliance report date, a report detailing his compliance or
noncompllance with the specific schedule date and task.

If noncompllance is being reported, the reasons for such
noncompliance shall be stated, plus an estimate of the

date when the discharger will be in compliance. The dis-
charger shall notify the Board by letter when he has returned
to compliance with the time schedule.

In-the event the discharger does not comply or will be unable
to comply with any prohibition, daily maximum effluent 1i-
mitation, or receiving water limitation of this Order for any
reason, the discharger shall notify the Executive Officer by
telephone (714) 346-7L91 as soon as he or his agents have
knowledge of such noncompliance, and shall confirm this |
notification in writing within two weeks. The written no-.
tification shall state the nature, time and cause of non-

. compliance, and shall describe the measures being taken to

P prevent ‘recurrences.

3 2 This: Board requires the discharger to file with the Board,-
~--rwithin-ninety (90) days after the effective date of this “77"
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Order, a technical report on his preventive (failsafe) and
contingency (cleanup) plans for controlling accidental
dischargers, and for minimizing the effect of such events.

The technical report should: -
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a. Identify the possible “sources of accidental loss,
untreated waste bypass, and contaminated drainage.
Loading and storage areas, power ocutage, waste
treatment unit outage, and failure of process
equipment, tanks and pipes should be considered.

b. Evaluate the effectiveness of present facilities
gpd piocedures and state when they became opera-—
ional.

Describe facilities and procedures needed for effec-
tive preventive and contingency plans.

c. Predict the effectiveness of the proposed facili
ties and procedures and provide an implementation
schedule containing interim and final dates when
they will be constructed, implemented, or opera-
tional. (Reference: Sections 13267 (b) and 13248,
California Water Code.

This Board, after review of the technical report, may
establish conditions which it deems necessary to

control accidental discharges to minimize the effects of
such events. Such conditions may be incorporated as
part of this Order, upon notice to the discharger.

L. Monitoring reports shall be submitted on forms to be
supplied by the Board to the extent that the information
reported may be entered on the forms. ' The results of all
monitoring required by this Order shall be reported to the
Board, and shall be submitted in such a format as to allow
direct comparison with the limitations and requirements
of this Order. Unless otherwise specified, discharge
flows shall be reported in terms of the 30-day average
and the daily maximum discharge flows. '

5. The discharger shall file with the Board a report on
waste discharge at least 120 days before making any
material change or proposed change in the character,
location or volume of the discharge.

6. The results of any analysis of samples taken more fre-
quently than required at the locations specified in the
Monitoring and Reporting Program shall be reported to the

Board.




~D. Reporting Requirements for Monitoring:

T. Tor every item of monitoring data where the requirements are
not met, the discharger shall submit a statement of the
actions undertaken or proposed which will bring the discharge
into full compliance with requirements at the earliest time,
and shall submit a timetable for such corrective actions.

The discharger shall submit such information, in writing,
within two weeks of becoming aware of noncompliance. '

2. By January 30 of each year, the discharger shall submit
an annual report to the Board. The report shall contain
both tabular and graphical summaries of the monitoring
data obtained during the previous year. -In addition, the
discharger shall discuss the compliance record and the
corrective actions taken or planned which may be needed to
bring the discharge into full compliance with the waste
discharge requirements. :

3. The discharger shall maintain records of all sampling and
analytical results, including strip charts; the date,
exact place and time of sampling; the analyst's name;
analytical techniques used; and results of all analyses.
Such records shall be retained for a minimum of three
years. This period of retention shall be extended during
the course of any unresolved litigation regarding this
discharge or when requested by the Board. Monitoring
results shall be submitted on forms provided by the Board.

L. The discharger shall file with the Board technical reports on
self-monitoring work performed according to the detailed
specifications contained in any Monitoring and Reporting
Program as directed by the Executive Officer.

5. All reports shall be signed by:

a. In the case of corporations, by a principal
_executive officer at least of the level of
vice president or his duly authorized represen—
tative, if such representative is responsible
for the overall operation of the facility from
which the discharge originates;

b. In the case of a partnership, by a general partner;

¢. In the case of a sole proprietorship, by the
proprietor;




~d. In the case of a municipal, state or other

public facility, by either a principal executive
officer, ranking elected official, or other duly
authorized employee. :

is the average flow rate occurring during the period

over which samples are composited.

The "30-day, or 7-day average" discharge is the total
discharge by weight during a 30, or 7, consecutive calendar
day period, respectively, divided by the number of days in
the period that the facility was discharging. Where less
than daily sampling is required by this permit, the 30-day
or 7-day, average discharge shall be determined by the
summation of all the measured discharges by weight

divided by the number of days during the 30, or 7,
consecutive calendar day period when the measurements

were made. :

If fewer than four measurements are made during a 30,
or 7—-day, consecutive calendar day period, then
compliance or noncompliance with the 30, or 7, day
average discharge limitation shall not be determined.

For other than 7-day or 30-day periods, compliance
shall be based upon the average of all measurements
made during the specified period. If fewer than
four measurements are made during the period, com-
pliance shall be based upon the last four consecutive
samples. .

The "daily maximum" discharge means the total dis-
charge weight during any calendar day.

The "30-day, or 7-day average" concentration other
than for fecal or total coliform bacteria, is the
arithmetic mean of measurements made during a 30, or 7,
consecutive calendar day period, respectively. The
"30-day, or 7-day average™ concentration for fecal

or total coliform bacteria is the geometric mean

of measurements made during a 30, or 7, consecutive
calendar day period, respectively. The geometric mean

is the nth root of the product of n numbers.

If fewer than four measurements are made during a 30,
or 7, consecutive calendar day period, then compliance
or noncompliance with the 30, or 7, day average
concentration limitation shall not be determined.

The "daily maximum" concentration is defined as the
measurement made on any single discrete sample or
composite sample. _

A "grab" sample is defined as any individual sample
collected in less than 15 minutes.

7. A composite sample is a combination of no fewer than
3 individual samples obtained at equal time intervals
over the specified sampling period. The volume of each
individual sample is proportional to the discharge flow
rate at the time of sampling. The sampling period shall
be specified in the monitoring and reporting program
ordered by the Executive Officer.

8. An "industry" is defined as any facility identified in
the Standard Industrial Classification Manual, 1972
Office of Management and Budget, as amended and supple-
mented, under the following divisions:

a. Division A - Agriculture, Forestry, and
Fishing

b. Division B - Mining

¢c. Division D - Manufacturing

d. Division I - Services

A facility in the Divisions listed may be excluded if
it is determined by the Board that it introduces
primarily domestic wastes or wastes from sanitary
conveniences. :

9. “Prohibited wastes"™ is any of the following wastes,
which shall not be introduced into the treatment works:

a. Wastes which create a fire or explosion
hazard in the treatment works;

b. Wastes which will cause corrosive structural
damage to treatment works, but in no case
wastes with a pH lower than 5.0 unless the
works is designed to accommodate such wastes;

c. 3Solid or viscous wastes in amounts which
would cause obstruction to the flow in
. sewers, or other interference with the proper
operation of the treatment works, or;

d. Wastes at a flow rate and/or pollutant dis-
charge rate which is excessive over relatively
short time periods so that there is a treatment
process upset and subsequent loss of treatment
efficiency.
