Amended Time Schedule Order (TSO) R7-2020-0019-1, Issued to Imperial

On August 31, 2023, an amendment to Time Schedule Order (TSO) No. R7-2020-
0019 for the Imperial Irrigation District’s EI Centro Generating Station was approved.
Amended TSO No. R7-2020-0019-1, extends the deadlines for two interim
milestones established in the original Time Schedule Order. The deadline for the
milestone, “Obtain construction approval of project”, has been extended from August
31, 2023, to March 31, 2024. The deadline for the milestone, “Complete the Pollution
Prevention Plan and construction of the project”, has been extended from December
31, 2024, March 1, 2025. The final milestone, which includes coming into full
compliance with Order R7-2020-0006, has not been extended and remains at April 1
