For inland surface waters 110! characteristic of freshw'lter. the proposed object;ves are a 4--day 
average concentration of un-ion;zed ammon1a of 0.035 milligrams per liter (mg/L} and a one-hour 
average concentration of un-ionized ammoma of 0.233 mgll. The proposed obJectives are fixed 
COI"\Ce11trat1ons of un-10mzed ammonia. Independent of pH, temperature, or sali11ity. The proposed 
amendment includes an implementation procedure to convert un-Ionized ammonia objectives to total 
ammonis effluent limits The proposed amendment also simpl;f1es the implementation procedures for 
translati11g ammonia objectives 1nto effluent limits m situations where a mixi11g zone has been 
authorized by the Regronal Board. Finally. the proposed amendment revises the implementatio11 
procedure for determini11g saltwater. brackish or freshwater conditions, t-o be consistent w1th the 
proposed objectives. The proposed objectives will apply only to i11land surface waters no! 
characteristic of freshwater (including enclosed bays. estuanes and wetlands} and do not rmpact the 
Ammonia Water Quality Objectives for ocean waters co11tained in the California Ocean plan.
