MONITORING

1. All groundwater monitoring wells shall be checked quarterly for the presence or absence
of free product.  If free product is present, the thickness shall be measured to at least 0.01
foot increments.

2. Prior to purging, the depth to groundwater in all monitoring wells shall be determined to
at least 0.01 foot increments on a quarterly basis.  The data generated from the elevation
readings must be referenced to mean sea level.

SAMPLING AND LABORATORY ANALYSIS

3. Monitoring wells shall be sampled in accordance with the following table:

4. All testing shall be performed at a laboratory certified by the California Department of
Health Services.
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REPORTING

5. A groundwater elevation contour map and isogram map shall be submitted for each set of
measurements and shall include the:

a) location of facilities;
 b) location of the monitoring wells;

c) location of the former and current underground tanks;
 d) location of underground utility lines;
 e) groundwater flow pattern including the direction of the groundwater gradient.

6. Current and previous analytical results shall be reported in tables, which include the
following:

a) monitoring well sampled;
b) sample collection date;
c) thickness of any floating product;
d) constituents and analytical results;
e) method detection limits employed.

7. Each report shall also contain copies of the chain of custody including the date and time
of sample collection, the name of the person collecting the samples, and the signed lab
sheets including QA/QC.

8. Monitoring reports shall be submitted to this office in accordance with the following
schedule:
