Each monitoring weli shall be sampled according to the following schedule. The

analyses shall be performed at a certified laboratory for Total Petroleum
Hydrocarbons as gasoline (TPH-G), benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene, xylene
(collectively identified as BTEX), methyl-tertiary butyl ether, tertiary butyl alcohol,
di-isoproply ether, ethyl tertiary butyl ether, and tertiary amyl methyl ether
(collectively identified as OXY).

Quarterly
monitoring reports, including quarterly gradient data and sampling data, shall be
submitted to this office in accordance with the following schedule:

Monitoring data shall also be submitted electronically to the State Water Resources
Control Board's Geographic Environmental Information Management System database
