Public Notice for Water Quality Certification and/or Waste
Discharge Requirements (Dredge/Fill Projects)
Smith Village Subdivision Project
Sonoma County (WDID# 1B06158WNSO)

On October 10, 2006, the North Coast Regional Water Quality Control Board (Regional
Water Board) received an application from Mr. Greg Hurd of Carlenzoli and Associates
(Consultant) on behalf of Sundance Village LLC (Applicant) requesting a Water Quality
Certification and/or Waste Discharge Requirements (Dredge/Fill Projects) for the Smith
Village Subdivision Project (Project) in Sonoma County. The proposed project causes
disturbances to Waters of the United States associated with wetlands that drain to the

Russian River Hydrologic Unit No.114.20.

The proposed project is located at 3665 Sebastopol Road, Santa Rosa, Sonoma
County (APNs 035-085-001 through 035-085-059) between State Highway 12 and
Sebastopol Road situated approximately 400 feet east of Fresno Avenue. The purpose
of the project is to develop approximately 8.9 acres into a subdivision providing 59
homes.

Construction drawings for the subdivision were approved by the City of Santa Rosa, the
local regulatory agency having jurisdiction, in December 2003, (City File No. 2003-052).
The Final Map for the project recorded at the Sonoma County Recorder in December of
2003, at Book 658 at Pages 6 thru 10. The Final Map recorded 59 residential lots and
dedicated various right-of-ways and easements for public use.

The construction drawings include the design for typical site improvements associated
shallow sloping residential subdivision. Improvements include the required grading and
drainage improvements for sewer, water, storm drain and dry utilities. Grading will be
necessary for the construction of the public streets and driveways.

The site, as of October 2006, is composed of native soil and grass. It is anticipated that
heavy construction equipment will be used to grade the site in preparation for the
residential subdivision as described above. The applicant anticipates that typical
equipment will be used to grade the subdivision, including scrapers, motor graders,
hydraulic excavators, bulldozers, backhoes, loaders and dump trucks. Methods utilized
will be in accordance with the local standard of care.

Construction is anticipated to commence as soon as the Regional Water Board has
provided clearance and issued the Clean Water Act Section 401 Water Quality
Certification (401 certification). As part of the request for the 401 certification the
construction drawings will be revised through the official revision process developed by
the City of Santa Rosa. The revisions will be necessary to comply with the anticipated
401 certification. The revisions, as currently proposed (October 2006), consist of



integrating a media filtration unit and underground detention system within the
alley/driveway along the northern portion of lots 7 and 8.

Installation of the media filtration unit will occur with standard construction techniques.

The total area of wetlands to be permanently filled is approximately 0.35 acres.
Mitigation credits have been purchased to offset this loss.

Compensatory mitigation for this project will be attained through the purchase of
mitigation credits. The project will result in impacts to 7.25 acres of California Tiger
Salamander (CTS) habitat. Compensation will be provided at a 3:1 ratio, resulting in the
purchase of 21.75 acres of mitigation credits. Credits will be purchased at several
locations. To mitigate for the loss of 0.35 acres of wetland, the applicant has purchased
0.4-acres of wetland creation credit and 0.4-acres of wetland preservation credits for
Sebastopol meadowfoam from the Hale Mitigation Bank.

Non-compensatory mitigation will include erosion control measure such as straw wattles
and gravel filters to minimize the intrusion of sediment into the downstream storm water
conveyance. Bare areas will either be seeded or landscaped to minimize erosion and
sediment discharge from exposed soils. Post construction stormwater treatment will be
achieved by the use of a media filtration and underground detention system.
Maintenance of the media filtration unit will be performed according to the manufactures
developed procedures.

The City of Santa Rosa, as the lead California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA)
agency, has determined that this project falls under the Southwest Santa Rosa Area
Plan Final EIR pursuant to CEQA.

The Smith Village Subdivision Project will begin as soon as the project is permitted.
Staff is proposing to regulate this project pursuant to Section 401 of the Clean Water
Act (33 USC 1341) and/or Porter-Cologne Water Quality Control Act Authority. In
addition, staff will consider all comments received during a 21-day comment period that
begins on the first date of issuance of this letter. If you have any questions or
comments, please contact staff member Johncaleb Sarsfield at (707) 576-6728 or at
jsarsfield@waterboards.ca.gov or Stephen Bargsten at (707) 576-2653 or at
sbargsten@waterboards.ca.gov within 21 days of the posting of this notice.
