REVISED WASTE DISCHARGE REQUIREMENTS
FOR

RODEO SANITARY DISTRICT, CONTRA GOSTA GOUNTY

The California Regional Water Quality Gontrol Board, San Francisco Bay Region, finds
that:

1. This Regional Board prescribed requirements for the Rodeo Sanitary District,
called the discharger bela,", in Resolution No. 238 on Harch 21, 1957 and in
Resolution No. 69-1,0 on August 28, 1969.
