Street, San Jose, Santa Clara County – Rescission of Site Cleanup 



Requirements
CHRONOLOGY:
July 1993 - Site Cleanup Requirements adopted
DISCUSSION:
This Site is located near the junction of Highways 101 and 280 in San Jose (see Figure 1, Appendix B).  The Site was used for manufacturing purposes from approximately the 1940s.  As the result of a leaking underground storage tank and chemical handling practices, groundwater at the Site was impacted with gasoline and volatile organic compounds (VOCs).  BW/IP International began operations on the Site in 1998.  The Board adopted Site Cleanup requirements for the Site in 1993.  Groundwater extraction and treatment was implemented to contain and reduce pollutant concentrations.  In 1999, an in-situ oxidation technology was also implemented to reduce pollutant VOC concentrations in groundwater and has proven highly successful in reducing groundwater impacts at the Site.  



The Tentative Order (Appendix A) rescinds existing Site Cleanup Requirements and recognizes the success of remedial actions in reducing VOC concentrations in groundwater.  While current monitoring data indicates slight exceedences of drinking water standards for some of the VOCs, natural processes should continue to reduce these residual concentrations over time, restoring water quality.  As the impacted shallow groundwater zone beneath the Site and neighboring area is not a current source of drinking water, these slight exceedences do not pose a threat to human health or the environment.  In addition, to ensure continued protectiveness of human health until such time as water quality is completely restored, a land-use covenant has been recorded on the property, which prevents development of wells or use of shallow groundwater on the Site.



Based on the factors discussed above, the existing Site Cleanup Requirements should be rescinded and the case closed.  The Tentative Order has been circulated for public comments, and no comments were received.
