Status Report on Alameda Countywide Clean Water Program and its 2000-2001 Annual Report
DISCUSSION:
This is the fourth in a series of status reports on municipal stormwater programs, this time focusing on the Alameda Countywide Clean Water Program (Program).  As with previous reports, we focus on the two program components of Industrial/Commercial Inspections and Public Information/Participation.  

The Program received its first NPDES municipal stormwater permit in 1991, and we are currently working with Program permittees on a permit re-issuance.  This third-generation permit for the Program and its 17 permittees will include updated requirements for new and redevelopment, control measures, monitoring, and industrial inspection reporting, and will be presented to the Board for consideration later this year.

The Program is a very advanced and proactive municipal stormwater program.  The Program has pioneered addressing the issue of urban pesticide pollution, assistance to creek groups, and developing training for industrial inspections which has been widely copied elsewhere.

For the Industrial/Commercial Inspection program, the attached staff report describes adequacy of inspection plans, record-keeping, follow-up on violators and pollution sources, and self-evaluation of program effectiveness.  Last year the Program collectively completed over 2700 business inspections.

As described in the attached, the permittees also conduct a broad range of effective Public Information/ Participation activities, from the production and distribution of educational pamphlets and ad campaigns, and the sponsorship of water quality education workshops in schools, to involvement in creek cleanups and city and county fairs.
