EATON CORPORATION, PHILIPS SEMICONDUCTORS, INC., JOHN D. STODDARD TRUST, AND LIMAR REALTY CORP. #27 FOR THE PROPERTY LOCATED AT 680 WEST MAUDE AVENUE, SUNNYVALE, SANTA CLARA COUNTY – Adoption of Final Site Cleanup Requirements 
CHRONOLOGY:
October 18, 1995 - Site Cleanup Requirements adopted.




June 9, 1998 – Amendment to Site Cleanup Requirements adopted.

DISCUSSION:
This site was developed in 1961.  Signetics Corporation (now Philips Semiconductors), and Eaton Corporation and its predecessor companies occupied the site at various times up to 1985 when the site was redeveloped.  These companies performed research and development as well as manufacturing, primarily in the electronics field, and they used and stored trichlorethene (TCE).  




Groundwater at the site is polluted with TCE and associated breakdown products.  A plume of polluted groundwater extends offsite about 800 feet at which point pollutant concentrations reach background concentrations for the local area.  Offsite contaminant sources contribute to the observed VOC concentrations in groundwater upgradient, cross-gradient, and downgradient of the site.  In 1999 four groundwater extraction wells were installed on the downgradient side of the site.  These wells capture polluted groundwater migrating from the site.




The dischargers’ proposed cleanup plan consists of continued operation of the existing groundwater extraction and treatment system in order to contain pollutants onsite and to remove VOCs from groundwater.  The Tentative Order accepts the proposed cleanup plan, but modifies it to include numerical cleanup standards for groundwater (drinking water maximum contaminant levels).  This item remains uncontested.
