SUBJECT:
C & H SUGAR COMPANY, CROCKETT, CONTRA COSTA COUNTY, - Hearing to Consider Mandatory Minimum Penalty for Post-January 2000 Violations of NPDES Permit Resulting in the Discharge of Partially Treated Wastewater to Waters of the State

CHRONOLOGY:
The Board has not considered this item before.

DISCUSSION:
There were a total of fifteen effluent violations of C&H’s NPDES permit limits during the period between January 1, 2000 and December 31, 2001: four biochemical oxygen demand limit violations, three chlorine residual limit violations, one mercury limit violation, five total coliform effluent limit violations, and two stormwater pH limit violations.  Ten of these violations are subject to mandatory minimum penalties for a total amount of $30,000.  C&H is allowed to propose a supplemental environmental project or a pollution prevention project in lieu of $6,000 of the penalty.  C&H intends to propose a SEP and has signed the waiver to a Board hearing.
