CITY OF BURLINGAME, WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT, BURLINGAME, SAN MATEO COUNTY – Reissuance of NPDES Permit

CHRONOLOGY:

October 1995 – Permit reissued



December 1998 – Permit amended 
DISCUSSION:



The City of Burlingame Waste Water Treatment Plant currently processes an average dry weather flow of about 3.6 million gallons per day (MGD) of treated wastewater. The present service area population is approximately 37,000 within the City of Burlingame. Fully treated and disinfected wastewater is discharged into the North Bayside System Unit (NBSU) joint force main, thence to the NBSU dechlorination facility in South San Francisco and discharge through the NBSU outfall. Dechlorinated combined effluent is discharged into Lower San Francisco Bay northeast of Point San Bruno through a submerged deep water diffuser located 5,300 feet offshore at a depth of 20 feet beneath mean lower low water.
The attached Tentative Order proposes effluent limitations for the following pollutants: copper, mercury, nickel, silver, zinc, cyanide, alpha-BHC, 4,4-DDE, and dieldrin.  Interim limits are proposed for copper, mercury, alpha-BHC, cyanide, and dieldrin.  
Written comments were submitted by the City of Burlingame. Most of the City’s comments are similar to those for the permits considered by the Board in recent months. We have responded to them in the Response to Comments. It is possible that the Bay Area Clean Water Agencies (BACWA) may wish to present verbal comments before the Board, similar to other comments BACWA has made for other permits considered by the Board in recent months.
